Article IV of tle Articles of Incorporation of LAKE REGION
MOBILE OWMERS, INC. is hereby amended to read as follows:

"ARTICLE IV.
CORPORATE POWERS

The purpose of this corporation shall. be:

A. To negotiate for, acquire, and operate a mobile home

pérk[ on behalf of the mobile home owners;

B. To convert the mobile home park, once acqulred, to a

- condominium, <cooperative or othekr form of ownership, and

. thereupon to create a condominium, or offer condominium parcels

for sale or lease in the ordinary course of business, or, in thé
case of conversion to a cooperative or other form of ownership to
be the entity that ownis the record interest ‘in the property, and
tliat is responsible for the operation of the property:

C. To contract, sue, or be. sued, wikth respect to the

exercise or non-exercise of its powers.

For these purposes, the powers of the association include,

but are nokt limited to the following:

D. To maintain, manage and operate the park properky, and
to 1nsL1tute, maihtain settle or appeal ackions for hearings in
its name, on behalf of all owners, concerning matters of common

interest; 4dncluding, but not limited to, the common property,

structukral components of a bullding or other improvements,

mechanical, electridal and plumbing elements serving the park




property, and protests of ad valorem taxes on commonly used

faclilities;

B. To make and collect assgssments and to lease, maintain,
repair, and replace the common areas (uponh purchasing the park):

F. 7To purchase lots in the park ahd to acquire and hold,
lease, mortgage, and convey them;

G. Modify, wmove or creakte any easement for ingress or
egress or for the purposes of utiligies, if the easement
constitutes part ©f or crosses the paik propexty, with or without
the joinder of any unit owners. This section does not authorizé
the association to modify oxr move any easement created.in whole
or in part for the use or benefit of anyone other than the
members, oxr crossing the property of anyone other than the
members, without their consent or approval as regquired by law or
the instrument creating the easement. Nothing in the seéction
affects the rights of ingress or egress of any member of thé
association. '

. To have and exercise all rights and powere conferred
upon corporations under the laws of the State of Florida, and the
laws of the United States, those seét forth in these Articles of
Incorporation and the by=laws bf this corporation, and any
récorded declarations or restrictions encumbééing the park
property to the'extent that to do so is not inconsistent with
Chapt. 723 of the Florida Statutes; provided, however, that this
corporation is not empowered to engage in any activity that, in

itself, is hot in furtherance of its purposes as set forth in

this article.



The corporatién shall:

A. If the corporation has the authority to maintain a class
action, the corpﬁration may be Jjoined in an action as
representative of that claés with reference to litigation -and
disputes involving the matters which the corporation could bring
a class action, however nothing herein shall limit the statutory
or common law right of any individual owner or glass of owners to
bring any action which may otherwise be éyailable;

B, Include tﬁose duties set Zforth in these Articles of
Incorporation and the By-Laws of the corporation, and any
recorded declarationg or restrictions encumbériﬁg the paxk
property to the extent that to do so is not inc5néistent with
‘Chapt. 723, Florida Statutes;

" C. Maintain accounting records in the County where the

property is located, according to good accounting practicesi.such.

records to be open to ihspection by corporation members, orx their

authorized representatives,. at reasonable times, and written

summaries of such records té be supplied at least annually to

such members, or their authorized K representatives, and shall
include, but not be Limited to: . . - |
i. A record of all feceipts and expenditures;

ii. Bn account for each memwber, designated in the

name and current mailihg address of the,

member, the amount of each assessment, dates

and amounts in which the assessments come

due, the amount paid upon the account, and
the balance due;, '

D. Use its best efforts to obtain and maintain adequate
insurance to protect the corporation and the park property, and

make avallable for inspection by owners, alt reasonable times, a




copy of each policy of insurance.”

2. The third sentence of Aarticle VI of the Articles ofF
Incorporation shall be amended to read as follows:
7The number of Directoxrs may be increaged or decreased from

1

time to time in accordance with by the By-Laws, but shall never
be less than five (5).”
3. Article XI of the Article; of Incorpogation shall be amended
to iread as follows:
ARTICLE XI.
BYLAWS

'These By-laws may be repealed ox amended, and new by-laws
adopted by a ktwo—thirds (2/3) vote of the members at an annual
meeting or a épecial meeting called for thak purpose., Text of ~
the proposed change shall be posted at the clubhouse and/dr the
ofFice door of the Corxporation at least four weeks prxior to the
called meeting. No by-law shall be revised or amended by
reference to the title or the number alone.

Proposals to amend existing by-laws shall contain:the full
text of the by-laws to be amended; néw words shall be inserted in
the text underlined, and words to be deleted shall be lined
through with hyphens. llowever, 1f the proposéd change is so
extensive that the above procedure would hinder understanding of
the proposal, it.is not necessary to use the above procedure.

Inetead, the following notation must appear immediately preceding

the proposed:

The corporation may issue membership certificates to the members.
However, such membership cerxtificate shall not be transferable
and shall be cancelled at such time as membefship by a particular
person is terminated.

to a condominium or cooperative.
